(ESV) bears this out:
12For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities,
against the cosmic powers over this present darkness, against the spiritual forces of evil in the
heavenly places.
We are fighting against principles of evil such as Marxism; dishonesty in our elections and deceptions in
regard to our health. It’s not just a physical battle, but a spiritual one.

To fight this spiritual battle we need spiritual weapons. In this same passage, Paul lists them for us:
e The belt of truth
e The breastplate of righteousness,
e Shoes for your feet, having put on the readiness given by the gospel of peace
e The shield of faith
e The helmet of salvation
e The sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God
e Prayingat all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplication; with all perseverance,

Are you in? Or, will you go to the mall?
