That eternal life begins now. The apostle, John reminds us in 1 John 5:13 (ESV) that we have eternal life
in promise and in our present walk with God. He said:
I write these things to you who believe in the name of the Son of God, that you may know that
you have eternal life.

To gain that eternal life now and bring God back into America we must make our lives right with Him.
Isaiah 55:6-7 (ESV) is a powerful passage that | encourage us to take to heart. Our return to God begins
with each of us and ripples out among our circles of influence. It reads:
“Seek the Lord while he may be found; call upon him while he is near; let the wicked forsake his
way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts; let him return to the Lord, that he may have
compassion on him, and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.

Let me close with this promise from God found in Malachi 3:7 (ESV):
", .. Return to me, and I will return to you, says the LORD of hosts.
